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The Tourer 10.0 electric scooter is a two-wheeled electric vehicle with footboard and control rod.
Although it is a high-tech product, its incorrect or unsuitable use may cause serious injuries. Carefully read
and keep the warnings for future reference in order to minimise any type of risk.

WARNINGS

- Remove all packaging parts and any other component not part of the product before use.

- This product is not a toy. Use by minors must be carefully considered and authorised by parents or a
responsible adult.

- Keep out of reach of children under 3 years of age as it contains small parts — CHOKING HAZARD.

- Always wear the protective equipment (helmet properly fastened, knee pads, elbow pads, wrist guards
and hand guards). Make sure the protections are certified. It is recommended to have an adult help put on
the protections.

- Wear reflective/retroreflective clothing or safety devices.

- Wearing suitable rubber-soled shoes, long sleeves and long trousers may prevent scratches and
abrasions.

- Always turn on the lights.

- Use the bell on the handlebar to signal your presence to people or other vehicles.

- Use the electric scooter on flat, even, dry and unobstructed terrain, away from pedestrians and vehicles.
- Do not use the electric scooter to climb or descend steps.

- It is strictly forbidden to remove your hands from the handlebars while driving.

- The user is advised to carefully check the road traffic regulations of the country in which the electric
scooter will be used.

- Do not use the electric scooter at night, in traffic.

- Use of the electric scooter in the presence of ice or snow, or on rough terrain, with the presence of stones,
branches or other types of vegetation or obstacles that may compromise the control of the vehicle is not
permitted.

- Use of the electric scooter during rainy days or in any case during bad weather or poor visibility is not
permitted.

- It is strictly forbidden to use the electric scooter in environments containing flammable substances or gases.
- Do not have any vehicles pull you.

- Do not accelerate and stop the vehicle suddenly or in an excessively abrupt manner; such behaviour
may cause you to lose control of the vehicle.

- Do not attempt to brake by pressing the rear mudguard with your foot.
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- The disc brake develops heat during use. Do not touch the disc brake with your hands or other parts of
your body after using the electric scooter.

- Make sure that the speed of the scooter is always such as to allow you to stop at any time and situation.
- Do not get on or off the electric scooter while moving.
- The user is responsible for all consequences resulting from misuse of the electric scooter.

SAFE USE

Some practice is required to fully understand how this new means of locomotion functions; any experience
riding bicycles, mopeds or other two-wheeled vehicles will make learning easier.

Carefully read the manual in all of its parts.

Before use, make sure that the wheels are properly assembled, in good condition and that no damaged
mechanical parts are present.

Do not modify or replace mechanical parts; any modification may adversely affect the operation of the
vehicle, damage it or cause it to behave abnormally and become unsafe.

During use, make sure that all necessary safety measures are taken and always wear a helmet, knee
pads, elbow pads, wrist guards and hand guards.

« CAPACITY

The driver’s weight must not exceed 100 kg and must not be less than 20 kg. Failure to comply with the
weight limit may seriously jeopardise the safety of the driver, as well as overload the electric

scooter and cause damage or breakdowns.

- SPEED
The maximum speed of the electric scooter is 25 km/h. Only experienced users are recommended to
reach the maximum speed.

- AUTONOMY

The total distance that the electric scooter can travel varies based on the following factors:
- The terrain: on flat terrain, it increases, when uphill or downhill, it decreases.

- The weight of the driver

- Proper battery charging and maintenance

- Driving style: frequent acceleration and braking reduce battery life.

BATTERY

Comply with the following guidelines for the user’s safety and to extend the battery life of the electric
scooter.
- Do not use the electric scooter if the battery status indicator light is red.

& ATTENTION

- Dangerous substances or tlammable gas mixtures may leak in the event of a damaged battery.

- Do not touch any substance leaking from the battery and do not insert any object inside of it. The battery
contains hazardous substances. Contact your doctor immediately in the event of exposure to these
substances.

- Avoid potential short circuits and mechanical damage to the battery.

- Do not open or disassemble the battery pack.

- Lithium batteries can explode if overcharged. Keep away from heat sources. Do not dispose of in a fire.
- Do not ride the electric scooter if liquid leaks from the battery.

- Keep the battery out of the reach of children and animals.

- It is forbidden to dispose of the battery in the environment.

- Do not ride the electric scooter if you smell electric overheating and/or in case of excessive heat.

- Do not use the electric scooter if the battery charger is still inserted.

- Only use the battery charger supplied. In the event of a malfunction, contact the service centre for
replacement.

- Disassembly, maintenance and replacement of the battery must only be carried out by an authorised
professional and with original spare parts. For any problem concerning the battery, contact the service
centre (assistenza@garlando.it).

- INSTRUCTIONS FOR CHARGING THE BATTERY

- Only use the battery charger supplied.

- Make sure the electric scooter is turned off and that the charging port on the side of the footboard is dry
and free of dust and dirt.

- Connect the battery charger to the electrical mains (100V-240V; 50,60Hz).

- Check that the battery status indicator light is green.

- Insert the other end of the charger into the appropriate port on the side of the footboard of the electric
scooter, after opening the rubber cover.

- The red light on the battery charger indicates that the battery is charging correctly.

- The red light turns green when the battery is fully charged.

- Then disconnect the battery charger and close the rubber cover of the special door on the side of the
electric scooter footboard.

- Extending battery recharging beyond the time required may irreparably damage it.

- Always keep the charging contacts clean and dry.

- The charging time is approximately 4 hours.



USING THE VEHICLE

Place the electric scooter on a flat surface. Press the power button. Check the battery charge level. Do not
jump on the vehicle. Firmly grasp both handles, push forward with one foot firmly on the ground, after
placing the other on the front of the footboard parallel to it. Never place your front foot on the back of the
footboard. Once in a balanced position, press the acceleration lever, after making sure that there are no
obstacles or dangers nearby. Keep a safe distance from any other users or anyone around you. Start with
small forward movements. When you feel confident and balanced, prepare to change direction by slowly
turning the handlebar. Avoid abrupt and sudden movements. Do not spin for an extended time, it may
cause dizziness or falls.

Do not use cellphones or other devices that may distract you while driving. Release the accelerator lever
to slow down; use the brake lever located on the left side of the handlebar to brake. Make sure the vehicle
is completely stopped before getting off.

CLOSING SYSTEM

Make sure the electric scooter is switched off. Lift the stop located on the left side of the locking/unlocking
lever. Pull the lever towards you to free the control rod. Bend the rod towards the back of the electric
scooter until the slot of the spring hook placed on the handlebar, to the right of the bell, fits into the
corresponding locking block on the upper part of the rear mudguard.

Hold the control rod with one or both hands to transport the electric scooter.

OPENING SYSTEM

Press the spring hook located to the right of the bell to free the handlebar and raise the control rod to an
upright position. Lock the control rod by pressing the closing locking/unlocking lever against the rod until
you hear a click.
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MAINTENANCE

Perform these simple cleaning operations after each use for better vehicle operation.

Before proceeding, make sure that the scooter is turned off and the power cable is disconnected.
Clean the outer shell with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use rough fabrics to prevent damage to the surface of
the electric scooter.

The vehicle is splash resistant, however, it must not be used in the rain or immersed in water.

Make sure that water or other liquids do not penetrate inside. This may cause permanent damage to
electronic circuits and components.

If you think that the brakes are overly tight, it is recommended to adjust them by using the M5 Allen key
supplied. For a more accurate adjustment, contact a bike mechanic.

If you feel any vibrations in the control rod, it is advisable to tighten the 2 screws located at the base of
the locking/unlocking mechanism with an M6 Allen key (not included).

STORAGE

Store the vehicle in non-dusty environments. Make sure the battery is fully charged before storing the
electric scooter. If long periods of inactivity are expected, discharge/recharge the battery at least every
two months. Do not store the vehicle in damp or cold environments. Store indoors.

It is recommend to store the electric scooter in its original packaging or alternatively to cover it with a cloth.
Dust may damage the internal components.

& ATTENTION

Warning: it is strictly forbidden to open the vehicle. In this case, the user is responsible for all the
risks that may ensue. Any attempt to repair, tamper with or modify the electric scooter
automatically voids the warranty.

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WARRANTY

The product is covered by a 24 month warranty (12 months if invoiced to a VAT subject) from the
date of purchase only for manufacturing defects. The battery is covered by a 6 month warranty.
